SECTION VI – HEALTH HAZARD DATA

ROUTE(S) OF ENTRY:
Inhalation, skin contact, eye contact and ingestion.

EFFECTS OF OVER EXPOSURE:  

Inhalation:  Excessive inhalation of vapor can cause nasal and respiratory irritation, dizziness, weakness, fatigue, nausea, headache, possible unconsciousness, and even asphyxiation.

Skin contact:  Prolonged or repeated contact with skin may cause defatting and drying of the skin 

Resulting in skin irritation and dermatitis.

Eye contact:  Can cause severe irritation, redness, tearing and blurred vision.

Ingestion:  Can cause gastrointestinal irritation, nausea, vomiting, and diarrhea.  Aspiration of material into lungs can cause chemical pneumonitis which can be fatal.

EMERGENCY AND FIRST AID PROCEDURES:

Inhalation:  Move victim away from source of exposure and into fresh air.

Eye contact:  Hold eyelids open and flush eyes with water for at least 15 minutes.

Skin contact:  Wash contaminated skin with mild soap and water.

Ingestion:  Do not induce vomiting.  Obtain medical attention immediately.

NOTE TO PHYSICIAN:  The main hazard following accidental ingestion is aspiration of the liquid into the lungs producing chemical pneumonitis.  Cardiac arrytgymias have been reported with solvent exposure.

SECTION VII – PRECAUTIONS FOR SAFE HANDLING AND USE

SPILL / LEAK PROCEDURES:  Eliminate all ignition sources.  Ventilate area.  Ventilate area.  Absorb spill with absorbent material such as sawdust, sand or vermiculite and place material into a closed container.  If large spill, dike area to prevent this material from entering water and/or sewer systems.  Wear protective equipment during clean up.  Notify appropriate environmental agency(ies) if spill exceeds 220 pounds.

WASTE DISPOSAL METHOD:   If not possible to reclaim, then material and containers should be treated as a hazardous waste (EPA Number / Code D001) based on the characteristic of ignitability as defined under federal RCRA regulations (40CFR261) and disposed of at a licensed water disposal company or incinerate with approval of environmental authority.  ALL DISPOSAL PROCEDURES MUST COMPLY WITH LOCAL, STATE AND FEDERAL REGULATIONS.  Refer to hazard caution information in other sections of this MSDS.

PRECAUTIONS TO BE TAKEN IN HANDLING AND STORING:  “COMBUSTIBLE LIQUID”  Store in a cool, dry, well-ventilated area, away from heat and ignition sources.  Avoid prolonged or repeated contact with skin.  Avoid breathing vapors or spray mist.  Launder contaminated clothing prior to re-use.  Use good personal hygiene.  Ground containers when pouring and limit free fall to minimize static charge build-up.  Empty containers could contain product residue and vapors, therefore, they may be hazardous and all cautions on the MSDS would apply to them.

OTHER PRECAUTIONS:  Do not take internally.  Close container after each use.  Keep away from children.

SECTION VIII – CONTROL MEASURES

RESPIRATORY PROTECTION:  A canister-type respirator must be worn to prevent the inhalation of vapor or spray mist when TLV  PEL is exceeded.

VENTILATION:  General ventilation is required during normal use.  Local ventilation may be required in certain cases to keep exposure level below the limits in Section II of the MSDS.

PROTECTIVE GLOVES:  Use impermeable gloves to minimize skin contact.

EYE PROTECTION:  Wear face shield or chemical goggles.

HYGENIC PRACTICES AND OTHER PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT:  Wash hands before eating or using the washroom.  Smoke in smoking area only.  Use protective cream where skin contact is likely.  Wear protective clothing to prevent skin contact.  An eye wash station / safety shower should be available.
